Requirements for the design of the papers

1 General requirements
Paper volume: 7–10 pages, А4 format (210 mm × 297 mm).
The portrait orientation of the pages is used.

Margins: top – 2.5 cm, bottom – 2.9 cm, left – 2.7 cm, right – 2.7 cm.

Font: Times New Roman, Normal style, font size – 14 pt.

The line spacing is 1. The red line is 1 cm.

It is not allowed to use: automatic numbering, forced page breaks and other similar commands of the text editor; links in footnotes; page numbers and other elements in footers.
It is recommended: 
1) to save the paper file with the extension .doc (in the “Word 1997-2003 Document” format), or the .rtf.

2) not to use the built-in MathType formula editor, use the Microsoft Equation 3.0 editor instead.

3 Design of illustrations, tables and formulas
· Language: Russian /English.

· alignment of the main text of the paper – “in width”;

· the text is fully prepared in a text editor without the use of manual and automatic hyphenation;

· pages are not numbered;

· using only one “space” sign between adjacent words;

· when making names, the “space” sign is placed only between the initials and the last name, in this case it is advisable to use the “unbroken space” sign (entering an unbroken space: Ctrl + Shift + Space); for example: I. I. Petrov;

· it is allowed to highlight individual text fragments (headings, subheadings) in bold and italics;

· use only short dashes (–) throughout the text (entering a short dash: Atl+0150); use of the hyphen (-) sign in accordance with the rules of Russian/English grammar;

· illustrations (figures) should be numbered, embedded in the text and should not go beyond the margins of the page; when using the vector editor included in the MS Office software package, when creating drawings, it is necessary to apply the grouping command to all elements of the drawing; if the illustration is a bitmap image, then the requirements must be met: TIFF format (JPEG, BMP), including for photos of at least 800 px on the short side of the image with the image saving quality in the raster editor not lower than 8.0 (80%), resolution – not less than 72 dots per inch (dpi); vector images are accepted only in MS Office and Adobe Illustrator formats; a drawing containing a lot of textual information must use the same font type as the main text of the paper – Times New Roman;

· the captions to the illustrations are mandatory; they are placed under the figures, aligned in the center of the line, without using the “red line” indentation; it is made out in a font smaller than the font of the main text (12 pt); it begins with the word “Fig.”, followed by the number of the figure and, if necessary, the name and the caption text; after there is no dot caption to the drawing; for example:
Fig. 1. The manufacturing process

· all tables should have a number and a title, tables should not go beyond the margins of the page;

· table numbers are located above the tables: the word “Table” is written on a separate line indicating its number (aligned to the right, font size 12 pt); the next line contains the name of the table (aligned to the center of the line, without using the indentation “red line”, font size 12 pt, bold); then the table itself is coming; for example:

· if a table occupies several pages, then the words “Table” are written only before its first part, and “Continuation of the table” is written above the parts of the table located on subsequent pages, indicating its number; when transferring the table to the next page, it is important to transfer the headings and subheadings of the graph (columns);

· empty spaces in the columns of the table should be filled in either with a “—” sign, or with the words “no”, “no data”;

· the font size of the text inside the table is 12 pt (if necessary, the text size can be reduced to 10-11 pt);
· all figures and tables should be referenced in the text of the paper;

· before the figures and tables, as well as after them, one empty line is left (by pressing the “Enter” key);

· tabs and automatic lists should not be used;

· formulas are typed only in the Microsoft Equation 3.0 formula text editor; when typing formulas, the requirements are met: Times New Roman font, font size corresponds to the size of the main text, all letters of the Russian and Greek alphabets (∑, α, β, etc.) are typed in a straight font, Latin letters in italics (for example: F), but the notation of trigonometric functions is in a straight font (for example: sin, tg); if the formula is small and can be written in one line, then it is allowed to use standard MS Word editor tools (subscript/superscript characters and other font formatting elements) in its design;
· formulas are numbered; the formula number is aligned to the right edge of the page, and the formula itself is centered on the page; for example:
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· the dimension of all values accepted in the paper must correspond to the International System of Units of Measurement (SI);

· the list of References is mandatory; it is placed at the end of the paper alphabetically, and a font smaller than the font of the main text (12 pt) is used for its design; it is desirable that there be at least four in the list of references; references to all items in the list of references should be in the text; references to literary sources from the list of references are indicated in the text of the paper in square brackets indicating the ordinal number of the source in the list;

· papers should use only generally accepted abbreviations (or decipher little-used abbreviations and abbreviations).[image: image2.png]
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
